	1. TREATY OF PARIS 1763 (end of Seven Years War)
    Britain gained North America and France

    gained Guadaloupe.
	

	2. The Royal Proclamation   1763

~ province of Quebec established with British style

  government (with assembly, which didn’t happen).

~ English civil and criminal law to be used.

~ no Catholic could vote or hold office (and no Catholic lawyers or judges in court).

~ no settlement west of Quebec; settlers from 13

    Colonies encouraged to settle in Quebec.

~ the goal was to ASSIMILATE the French (ie. make 

   them English).

~ no settlement in “Indian Territory” west of 13

   Colonies.


	

	3. Quebec under the Royal Proclamation

Governor James Murray 1764-1768 
~ Murray was 1st governor sent by Britain; he

refused to hold elections and appointed a council instead. He allowed Catholics to be judges, lawyers, and jurors; he allowed French civil law to be used (eg. property rights and debts).

Governor Guy Carleton  1768-1778
~ Murray replaced by Carleton, who also sided with and admired the French; he did not call an

election because Catholics couldn’t vote; he allowed the French to keep their laws and customs.

BOTH MURRAY AND CARLETON REFUSED TO SUPPORT THE ROYAL PROCALAMATION!
	

	4. THE QUEBEC ACT  1774
~ no elections held; laws made by governor and council.

~ English law for criminal cases; French law for civil cases.

~ Seigneurial system would continue; British landholding system could be used if desired.

~ Freedom of Religion for Catholics.

~ Catholics could be judges, lawyers, and jurors.

~ Quebec enlarged.

~ No settlement on Aboriginal lands.
